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The author carried out a long and detailed research work on Leopardi’s feminine universe dealing extensively
with the personalities of all the women who, in one way or another, entered into and had a significant impact
on the life of this poet from Recanati. It is a scientifically based research study, conducted on a variety of docu-
ments as well as personal records left by Leopardi and his correspondents, men and women, relatives or friends.
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
